	1. I confirm that the child is medically fit to take part and I accept responsibility for their participation in the race.

2. I understand that it is my responsibility to read any terms and conditions issued by the race organisers and to comply with these.

3. I grant permission for the NSPCC to use photographs, motion pictures, or any other record of my participation in my chosen run for any legitimate purpose. 4. I will do what I can to raise money for the NSPCC so that the NSPCC can continue to undertake its work with vulnerable and abused children.
