+ Happy to share your views
and ideas, and to tell the
NSPCC what you think about
what they do, and what they
could be doing better for
children and young people.

+ Excited to work in a team with
a group of 15 other young people
from across the UK.

+ Willing to listen to others and
respect views that might be
different to your own.

+ Ready to try new things and
take part in new experiences,
like attending meetings with
decision-makers at the NSPCC.

Interested in finding out what
other young people in your area
and across the country think,
and work together with the rest
of the Young People’s Board for
Change to do this.
